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 This time of year for me is somewhat of a ñtrial.ò  My 
eyes start itching, my nose starts running and I keep startling 
those around me with my ñloudò sneezes!  Yep, you guessed it ï 
I have spring allergies.  I make trips to Walgreens to pick up 
nasal sprays, eye drops and pills to make it through a couple of 
months every spring.  Although, I must tell you I have been 
spoiled for the last couple of yearséwith the dry weather,      
pollen has been less, ergo less problems.  But, as you know, we 
have had a prodigious amount of water and the pollen dust is 
ubiquitous.  You can always tell it is getting close because of the 
myriad TV ads pushing all kinds of allergy relief remedies.  
(And I have tried many!) 
 I share this not to illicit your sympathies for I know 
many have the same problems.  And some, both in spring as 
well as fall!  No, I share this because of what I misséthe beauty 
of the blooming flowers, the beauty of bees buzzing while    
gathering pollen and the bare trees beginning to ñleaf outò and 
offer shade once again.  All a part of Godôs wondrous creation.  
I have to work hard to keep my attitude from sinking into the 
negativeéñI had hoped,ò that the pollen would be less or some 
miracle pill would solve my issue.  The beauty of the world also 
has a bane, yet very critical part which is pollen. 
 Now stick with me, for here is my ñjump.ò  I was    
reading the story of the two disciples on the way to Emmaus.  
They, sad and downtrodden, dragging their feet in the dust of 
the road said ï ñwe had hoped.ò  Unable to look up, they were 
missing the beauty of that first Easter because their hope was 
still in this world only.  Jesus joins them on the walk asking 
about their conversation and still they could not see.  The two 
disciples were blinded by the ñallergiesò of misplaced hope   
unable to look to the promise of new life and salvation. I try to 
imagine the confusion and bewilderment as they try to make 
sense of that first day.  There is wonderful beauty in creation 
and God offers a love that overcomes all our world giving us the 
gift of Jesus presence now and always. 
 The gospel ends by the two disciples recounting that 
Jesus was made known to them in the breaking of the bread.  So 
one final thoughtéwhen you set your table for meal time, truly 
set one more place, both chair and tableware.  Then begin your 
prayer with, ñcome lord Jesus be our guestéò  See beyond just 
this world and into the love that God gifts to each of us.
